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CHAPTER-I  

 INTRODUCTION  

1.1 Establishment of Regional-Cum-Facilitation Centre, Central Region, 

Jabalpur   

 National Medicinal Plants Board (NMPB) is engaging reputed research 

institutions/other organizations, universities, etc. for co-ordinating the activities in the 

medicinal plants sector to act as Regional-cum-Facilitation Centres (RCFCs) in different 

regions of the country. For the central region comprising of the states of Madhya Pradesh and 

Chhattisgarh, NMPB, vide its letter F.No. A-11019/04/2016-NMPB-III  dated 21st 

August,2017, approved the proposal of State Forest Research Institute, Jabalpur to establish 

RCFC for central region in the institute campus. This RCFC acts as one stop centre for  

growers, cultivators, researchers, traders and other stakeholders of medicinal plants and 

functions in close coordination with State Medicinal Plant Boards (SMPBs), state 

implementing agencies of  medicinal plant component of AYUSH Mission, etc. RCFC 

provides a service window for growers of medicinal plants for supporting conservation, 

development, marketing and cultivation of medicinal plants and provides handholding 

support to stakeholders in terms of technology dissemination and also for establishing 

primary processing facilities, etc. besides undertaking identified research relevant to the 

region.  

 Development of medicinal plants requires an effective institutional mechanism for 

technology transfer on crops and varieties that can be grown in an agro-climatic zone, soil 

suitability for a particular crop, cultivation practices and identified sources of quality seed 

and quality planting material. Farmers/growers have felt need for hand holding support, so 

that cultivation of medicinal plants as a crop diversification option may pick up to the desired 

level.   
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1.1.1 Functions of RCFC  

i. To act as one stop shop for all matters related to medicinal plants in the region 

concerned and provide support to NMPB to fulfill its mandate and also to act as 

Facilitation Centre of NMPB. It also undertakes research activities pertaining to the 

central region.  

ii.  To facilitate and get engaged in setting up of primary processing, grading and 

marketing facilities, etc. in collaboration with local stakeholders / organizations of 

repute.  

iii.  To develop managerial and technical skills among the concerned stakeholders, 

including growers and collectors and to provide strategic support by organizing 

trainings, workshops, seminars, etc.  

iv. To develop agro-technology of medicinal plants, especially endangered and high 

demand species in the region with focus on organic cultivation and customization / 

field trials of already developed agro-techniques.  

v. To develop region-specific quality planting material and to scientifically handle issues 

concerned with it.  

vi. To facilitate sale of medicinal plants/ produce, etc. resolving demand / supply issues, 

etc. and also develop a database on demand, quantity sold and prices of major species  

along with development of marketing facility in the region by setting up of minimum 

support price (MSP) mechanism. 

vii.  To provide inputs on conservation, sustainable cultivation, technology upgradation, 

training and research on medicinal plants and to engage forest departments and other 

concerned departments of the states in those activities.  

viii.  To domesticate wild species which are in demand and are endemic to the region and 

develop varieties thereof.  

ix. To take forward initiatives on GAPs, GFCPs, etc. in the states concerned and develop 

species-specific GAPs and GFCPs of the region and their dissemination.  

x. To function as a platform for bringing together the different stakeholders of medicinal 

plant sector in the states (SMPBs, implementing agencies of Mission Scheme, other 

institutions and civil organizations involved in the development of medicinal plants 

sector).  

xi. To assist various organizations in the region in formulating project proposals in 

priority areas identified by NMPB and also giving vide coverage of the scheme with 

emphasis on identification of region-specific issues.  

xii.  To develop capacities of concerned stakeholders by organizing training programmes, 

orientation sessions, etc.  

xiii.  To organize periodical meetings/ workshops/ consultations of the stakeholders. 

xiv. To review the projects sanctioned by NMPB to various organizations in the states 

concerned and also to conduct monitoring and evaluation of the projects sanctioned 

by NMPB as and when assigned.  
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xv. To collect and maintain database of all concerned sectors of medicinal plants in the 

states and to integrate the databases of various states in the region.  

xvi. To undertake identified research studies of relevance in the region and other matters 

concerned with medicinal plants, including dissemination of research findings / new 

technologies in the medicinal plants sector.  

xvii.  To develop strategy for IEC (Information, Education and Communication) and 

implement IEC activities.  

xviii.  To document and disseminate success stories of activities supported by NMPB.  

xix. To publish annual reports of the activities of the centre.  

xx. Any other work assigned by NMPB from time to time.  

1.1.2 Setup of RCFC 

¶ The office of the RCFC, Central Region is in the Administrative Building of State Forest 

Research Institute, Polipathar, Jabalpur ï482008 (MP) India.  

¶ The RCFC covers the Central Region of India (Madhya Pradesh and Chhattisgarh). 

 

¶ The RCFC works under the administration, guidance and supervision of Director, State 

Forest Research Institute, Polipathar, Jabalpur (M.P.). 

¶ Regional Director, RCFC has overall control over the execution of RCFC activities. 

¶ There is a Coordination Committee headed by the Director, SFRI, Jabalpur, as Chairman 

¶ Coordinator, RCFC coordinates with the NMPB, SMPBs concerned, state forest 

departments concerned and officials of SFRI, Jabalpur. He also convenes meetings of the 

Coordination Committee as Member Secretary.

Under this activity, 05 important national markets viz. Neemuch, Shivpuri, 

Dhamtari, Jaipur and Mumbai were identified by NMPB for the market rate survey to be got 

done by RCFC Central Region.  From the month of April  2019 to March 2020, fortnightly 

market rates of commercially important medicinal plant products are being regularly 

collected, scrutinised, finalised and sent to NMPB for incorporation into e-CHARAK portal.

Market price data of each species in these mandis was analysed for the market trends 

and depicted through bar diagrams. For example, the data analysis chart of Ashwagandha 

(Withania somnifera) is shown in Fig. 1. Similar analysis has been carried out for all the 

species.

7.2  Mandis/trade centres proposed for establishment of (eNAM) medicinal 

plant mandis and collection of required information  
 

 National Medicinal Plants Board intends to integrate medicinal plants and herbs in 

e-NAM mandis and point-wise information in this regard had been sought on 10 

proposed mandis (Neemuch, Jeeran, Katni, Mandsour, Unjha, Gadchiroli, Dhamtari, 

Jagdalpur, Raipur and Udaipur) of Madhya Pradesh, Gujarat, Maharashtra, Chhattisgarh 

and Rajasthan states.

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¶ Focused group discussions were also conducted in villages within a distance of 10 

kms. from the processing centres and backward linkages of commercially important 

medicinal plants and other NTFPs which can be collected from the catchment areas 

by the collectors were identified. It was revealed that the main medicinal plant 

produce collected by the villagers are Aonla (Emblica officinalis), Bael (Aegle 

marmelos), Harra (Terminalia chebula) , Bahera (Terminalia bellli rica), Vanjeera 

(Vernonia anthelmintica), Van tulsi (Ocimum basillicum), Baibirang (Emblia ribes), 

Malkangani (Calestrus paniculatus), Kewanch (Mucuna pruriens), Nagarmotha 

(Cyperus scariosus), Giloy (Tinospora cordifolia), Gudmar (Gymnema sylvestre), 

Buch (Acorus calamus), Bhilwa (Semicarpus anacardium), Gorakhmundi 

(Sphaeranthus indicus), Dhawai (Woodfordia fruticosa) , Achar (Buchanania lanzan), 

Amaltas (Cassia fistula), Chakoda   (Cassia tora), Imli (Tamarindus indicus), Safed 

musli (Chlorophytum tuberosum), etc. Other NTFTs collected by them include Tendu 

leaves, Mahua (flower and seeds) and gums which provide them substantial source of 

sustenance and livelihood.

Objectives 

To develop seed production areas of selected 5 medicinal plant species viz. Satawar, 

Baichandi, Kewanch, Sheonak and Sarpgandha. 

Progress  

Site for seed production areas was selected for plantation of all the selected species. 

viz. Satawar , Baichandi, Kewach, Sheonak, Sarpgandha, Plumbago zeylanica Linn. (Chitrak) 

was subsequently added to the list in addition to the previously indentified five species. Thus, 

total six species were taken up under this project.

1. Asparagus racemosus Willd.   (Satawar): Plants of Satawar were prepared for 

plantation. Site was prepared and pits of 30 x 30 x 30 cm size were dug. Poly-potted 

eight months old plants were planted.  Farm yard manure was used as fertilizer. 

Spacing of 2m x 1.5 m was maintained. Total 300 plants were planted.  Besides these, 

some old climbers of Satawar were also maintained in the medicinal plant nursery. 

From these climbers, seed was collected during the months of February ïMarch. 

2. Dioscorea hispida Linn.  (Baichandi): Site for plantation of Baichandi was selected 

in the medicinal plant nursery near tuber plantation area. Pits were dug at a spacing of 

2 m x 2 m. Tubers were planted during the next rainy season.  Besides these, some old 
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tubers were also planted at the boundary of the medicinal plant nursery. From the 

climbers of these tubers, seed was collected during the month of December.  
 

3. Mucuna pruriens Linn  (Kewanch):  Plants were developed by direct seed sowing 

method. Seed production was comparatively less in the first year Therefore, plants 

were again developed in the next year by direct seed sowing during the month of 

June.  
 

4. Oroxylum indicum Vent. (Sheonak):  Spacing of 4m x 5 m was maintained. Pits of 

45 x 45 x 45 cm size were dug. One year old plants were planted in the pits. Total 135 

plants were planted.  

 

5. Rauwolfia serpentina Benth. ex Kurz (Sarpgandha): Plants  were prepared through 

seeds by sowing seeds in the polyhouse and the prepared plants were planted in the 

field.  

6.  Plumbago zeylanica Linn. (Chitrak ): Plants were planted in the garden in front of 

the temple inside the SFRI campus. One year old 700 plants were planted in the area.
